Holocaust Imovie Project

The purpose of this project is to help you gain a better understanding of Jewish life in pre-Holocaust Europe.  You will be examining individual lives and communities, focusing on the “normalcy” (religious, cultural, and communal) of Jewish life by finding and analyzing family photographs of an affected community from before the Nazi occupation or invasion and then researching the drastic changes in that community following Nazi rule.

2. LOG ON to the United States Holocaust Memorial Museum: http://www.ushmm.org/research/collections/photo/ 

3. SCROLL DOWN to Photo Archives, then SEARCH the Online Catalog.  
TYPE in a query using the words from your brainstormed list.

4. Look through the collection and SELECT a photograph that strikes you.  MAKE SURE THIS PHOTOGRAPH WAS TAKEN BEFORE SEPTEMBER 1, 1939 (or if Germany—before 1933).

5. CREATE a new folder in My Documents:/Grade 8.      Name it Holocaust Photo Project.

6. SAVE the photo in the folder as a JPEG.

7. Upload your JPEG pictures to your website in a new Holocaust folder in the Picture section of http://pages.ramaz.org/2015.
8. INSERT and paste one photograph onto a Word document.

9. Under the photograph, IDENTIFY the photo (include names, location, date).

10. Return to the database and FIND 2-3 additional pictures from the same community as the first photo (from before Sept. 1, 1939). You can use the link found under SUBJECT CLASSIFICATION under your original photo.  You may also look for photos at www.centropa.org and search by city.  
11. ANSWER the following questions in complete sentences about the community where your photograph was taken on a separate sheet of paper.  Please use the Encyclopedia Judaica (Go to the desktop( Library folder ( Encyclopedia Judaica(Password: empirelink(eBook Index): 

	1. From what year/era were Jews living in that city?
2. Where is or was that town/city located?  
Be specific (e.g. northwestern Poland; Saxony, Germany).

3. What was Jewish life/culture/commerce in that town/city like prior to the German invasion? (Begin from 1800s)
4. How large was the town’s/city’s Jewish population before World War II?  After World War II? Find the most appropriate dates. (For cities in Germany and Austria—please include two dates in the 1930s.)
5. What was the fate of this particular town’s/city’s Jews during the Holocaust?  Please include whether there were pogroms, a ghetto, deportations, and to where the people were sent.
PLEASE PRINT OUT THE EJ ARTICLE YOU USED FOR YOUR RESEARCH.


	In examining your researched photos, what evidence suggests that life was “normal” or “ordinary” for the Jews prior to the German occupation?  What does this photo tell you about Jewish life in Europe before World War II?  Why did you choose this particular photograph?

PART III:  Movie

	IMOVIE

All of the photos and descriptions you collected will be used to write a script for the Imovie.  You will receive separate instructions for Imovie.  This is what will be include:

· A written script including the history of your location, description of the pictures and the people in them, about 3 minutes in length.

· An Imovie interactive map detailing all the areas mentioned in your narration
· Six-eight photos (3 from pre-holocaust, three of your own)
· Recorded narration (3-4 minutes long).  
· Intro and transition music to set the tone of the era.

· Opening Title, caption for EACH photo, credits and transitions.
