Steps and Due Dates  for Project:
Website Requirements
Homepage: Remember that the homepage is the most important visual page of your site. It is meant to draw people in to your site. 
· It will introduce people to your site. 
· It will include images and links to the other important pages on your site. 
· It will utilize the space at the top of the window so that all important site information can be accessed immediately. 
The homepage should be designed individually and not attached to a template.  It should highlight and link to points of interest on your site.  
Dynamic Web Templates:

Template for your main pages with shared navigation structure, website title, background, banner, table and your personal info, with one editable region that will hold your individual tables on each attached page. (due Nov. 27)
Use this diagram to help you set up your website navigation structure:

1. 8 pages in total, including a homepage, 4 child pages and 3 subchild pages. Each page should have a table in the editable region to accommodate areas of text, images, links, etc.  (Due Dec. 4)
2. Interactive quiz or game that includes your element. (Due Dec. 11)
You will also include within your website (not on separate pages)

3. Five pop up windows to define new Shakespearean words or concepts. These pages will not be part of your navigation structure (Due Dec. 7)
4. Three links to websites that you used in your research. (Due Dec. 7)
5. Three links to other students’ pages with an explanation of how these relate to your page. (due Dec. 7)
Images:  Each page must have at least one relevant image.  

Your website must contain at least three original digital images (images or movies that you took with a camera or your cell phone).  (Due Nov 30)
Wiki:  Sharing your ideas with your classmates:

· Please share ideas about what your are posting on your site at https://romeoandjuliet.wikispaces.com/
· Log in  to using Ramaz username and password. Prepend your username with Ramaz-.
